The Youth Outcome Questionnaire 

The Youth Outcome Questionnaire is a routine measure that you or your child fill out that will help your child’s therapist understand how much distress he or she is feeling and specific areas that need focus.  It will also measure progress in treatment.
The Youth Outcome Questionnaire asks questions about how your child is doing and feeling.  You or your child will fill it out before sessions and hand it back to the receptionist who will transfer it into the computer so that your child’s therapist can have the results before the session starts.  

It is important to fill out the questionnaire carefully and completely.  

After getting used to the form, it usually takes 5-10 minutes to complete. 
What are we asking you to do?

We are asking you or your child to fill out the Youth Outcome Questionnaire every time your child has an individual appointment with your child’s therapist.  
Your child’s therapist can answer questions about this.  
When will we be asked to fill this out?

The receptionist will give you or your child a PDA (a small handheld computer) and ask you to fill it out before individual treatment sessions.  You will need to come in with your child to their individual appointments about 15 minutes early.  
Do we have to fill it out?
No one has to fill out the Outcome Questionnaire, but we do encourage it because it will make treatment more effective.  If you have concerns or questions about it, please talk to your child’s therapist.  
Will my child and I get any feedback on the scores?
Yes!  That is one of the major reasons that we are asking you to do this.  You and your child will immediately receive a printed report of your child’s results.  Your child’s therapist will also be reviewing both scores and progress with you and your child.  

How will this help my child?

Looking at the Youth Outcome Questionnaire results allows you, your child and their therapist to regularly think and talk about what is working and what is not working.  That allows you to tailor your child’s care to the areas that need focus.
